work in gold, silver, and bronze, ®in cutting stones for setting, and in carving wood, in every kind of craft.’
Exodus 31: 2-5

I's a beautiful passage that helps us to appreciate the diversity of God’s gifts and the contribution
that craftwork can make to the life of the Church. The Diorama sits within that tradition- it is a piece
of devotional art that gives us an insight into the story to which we belong, drawing us deeper into
the life of discipleship and the wonder of the incarnation.
